scullery with the original stone washing container .

�™Repairs to reed and plaster walls and ceilings.

�™Repairs to wattle and daub infill panels.

�™Repairs to the external lime render swags and

tail decorative panels under the front elevation

windows.

�™Conserving the fireplace surrounds, discovered

after internal boarding-up was removed.
