Overview

The team are delighted to retain their

association with this superb stone

building, especially as some of our

staff have been involved in the repair

and cleaning work for many years; in

particular one of our masons has

worked on the cathedral for 25 years!

Most recently parts of the SongSchool

were carefully restored and

conserved, including stone

conservation work, new electrical

installations, partition removal,

flooring and provision of fitted and

loose furniture . The SongSchool forms

part of the former monastic cloister

on the south side of Ely Cathedral.

Ely Cathedral Song School
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Evenley Hall stands proudly off the

busy A43 and is the envy of many as it

is set within beautiful grounds and is

of great architectural importance .

The building was first built in 1740 for

Francis Bassett and was later

remodelled in 1897 after a

devastating fire . The building was

used as a childrenõshome, but is now

privately owned.

The Conservation Treatments team

expertly completed sensitive repair

work to the decorative cornices and

splendid ceiling and wall

embellishments.

A Traditional Approach to Conservation Treatments

Evenley Hall, Northants
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Within the formal grounds laid out by Capability Brown are a

series of monuments (some scheduled) and artefacts which the

Treatments team have been carefully conserving. Haymills

worked closely with English Heritage and the project architects

to achieve results to be proud of.

Following thorough tests and analysis appropriate cleaning and

repair philosophies were identified . 43 monuments were worked

on in total which included some careful dismantling. The work

and recording was overseen by our own in-house archaeologist

and senior conservator. Internal work to the mansion was also

completed involving the sensitive conservation of a marble and

Belgian black inlay slate floor to the entrance hall .
